This is the first release of this program, and it was designed specifically for looking for "bad things" within Wordpress files. And it is designed for the person who is either clueless in Linux, or does not have shell access to their installation.

What this means is this… Log in to your website using some form of ftp or cpanel access, and take a copy of your public html folders and put those files and folders into a folder on your windows machine. After all, you really do need a backup of the stuff anyway, right? ( 

FileSearch is a windows program, created using VB.Net in Visual Studio 2005.
It does not have to be installed anywhere, you can put it where ever you want to, including a thumb drive. There are no nags or registration of any kind required.
I will be releasing the full source code for this, but before I do that I wanted to hear back from folks about any issues they may be having, or any features/changes they want done.

This program is very similar (concept wise) to WinGrep except it is… well… just “simple”.
Since it was designed to go through all of the folders contents, and subfolder contents, there is no option to “just search here”. Point it to where your stuff starts at, and let the program do what it was designed to do.

Not much is really needed in the way of explanations, I hope. There is a built in “Usage” information, naturally located under the Help menu in the program.

This is dot net code. It has not been protected or obfuscated. Decompile it if you want to, I promise the stuff you get from here is clean.

With all that said, if you really want to look/search files other than text types, I can’t promise anything fancy within the results… or possible program freezes.
